WHEREAS, The Board of Education/Governing Board (“Board”) and its Administration desire 
for the schools with one or more grades at the 7-12 grade level under their jurisdiction to be 
voluntary members of the OSHAA; 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CHIPPEWA LOCAL SCHOOLS BOARD OF 
EDUCATION does hereby voluntarily renew membership in the OHSAA and that in doing so, 
the Constitution, Bylaws, Regulations and Business Rules of the OHSAA are hereby adopted 
by this Board as and for its own minimum student-athlete eligibility requirements.  
Notwithstanding the foregoing, the Board reserves the right to raise student-athlete 
eligibility standards as it deems appropriate for the schools and students under its 
jurisdiction; and 

 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the schools under this Board’s jurisdiction agree to conduct 
their athletics programs in accordance with the Constitution, Bylaws, Regulations, Business 
Rules, interpretations and decisions of the OHSAA and cooperate fully and timely with the 
Executive Director’s office of the OHSAA in all matters related to the interscholastic athletic 
programs of the schools.
